Liberalization of currency control in France took place gradually, beginning on the stage to the

improvement of dynamics of motion of currency assets and stabilizing of economy of country on the
whole. Except that, here rules that provide possibility of capture of statistical data for creation of
balance of payments and that allow to contest with washing of dirty money continue to operate. Yes,
forces of organs of currency control to this time are keep practice of statistical and analytical account
of information about the trade and financial agreements related to currency, about their participants.
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To 1988 Italy completed liberalization of currency control, the separate elements of the currency
checking system actually continue to be used. In particular, effectively used and filled up by
information about currency operations banks of data in the Italian currency bureau and Financial
household troops by means of different methods of currency control, including after active voice some
other public organs (custom authorities during realization of export-import operations). By the primary
purpose of application of elements of the checking system after currency operations corresponding
public organs are decisions of tasks of the financial monitoring in part of control after implementation
of currency legislation.

Bases of the modern currency and export checking of Great Britain system were stopped up in a
pre-war period in 1939, when the accepted Binding overs were about a defensive (finances) and Law
