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Dyeyev M. Limits f Criminal Procedural Proof
This article focuses on the notion of limits of proof in the criminal proceeding. The article concludes

that in fact, notion of limits of proof is identical to notion of sufficient weight of evidence. This being the
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case, it is not possible to discuss notion of “limits of proof” separately from “fact to be proven”. The ar-
ticle offers to discover interaction between the above notions of criminal process based on system of
axes of coordinates, on one of which lies fact to be proven and on another – limits of proof. The more
one moves along the axe of limits of proof, the more evidences is collected in the case and the more
significant they are. In the course of proof, according to obtain evidences, the cognitive process will
take place roam non acquaintance to knowledge, where incomplete, partial knowledge lies in be-
tween. Non acquaintance and incomplete knowledge corresponds to probable nature of our knowl-
edge, while state of knowledge – to state of true knowledge and conclusions. As cognitive process of
the criminal case circumstances occurs by means of evidences, the insufficient evidences, based on
which only probable, feasible conclusions could be reached, corresponds to states of non acquain-
tance and incomplete knowledge, and consequently to state of probable conclusions. Further in the
course of proof, as a number of evidences and their significance increases, a party of proof receives
sufficient body of evidences. In other words, as soon as there are sufficient evidences in the case, the
state of incomplete knowledge changes to state of knowledge, and, consequently, to state of true
knowledge and conclusions. With transformation to state of knowledge and true knowledge the proc-
ess of proof can be continued further. In such situation it will not be possible to affect the nature of
knowledge which are known to party of proof, such knowledge remain true. Nevertheless, taking into
consideration distinctiveness of process of proof, the state of sufficient evidences will transform to
state of excessive evidences and further to state of unjustified excessive evidences.
